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This form of the monastic office, including Mattins and Lands, is adapted for use in Holy Week. The office is structured around
psalms, readings, and responsories. A distinguishing characteristic of this service is the series of readings from Lamentations
which appear early in the office. The service of Tenebrae includes use of lighted candles, set on a triangular stand called a hearse.
One candle is extinguished as each of the appointed psalms is completed. The last candle, symbolic of Christ, is left lighted at the
end of the final psalm. 1t is then carried away to be hidden, which signifies the apparent victory of the forces of evil. A sudden
loud noise is made at the end of the service, symbolizing the earthgnake at Christ’s death. The lighted candle is then restored o
its place, a first sign of Christ’s Easter trinmph.

ORDER OF SERVICE

The People stand as the ministers enter in silence and proceed to their places. All sit, and the Office begins without introduction.
The Antiphons and Psalms are sung to the traditional Plainsong.
